What does the bible says about 

the redeemer? 

 

“Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no 

other name (Jesus Christ)  under heaven given 
among men by which we must be saved” Acts 4:12 

 

Christ is “far above all principality and power and 

might and dominion, and every name that is named, 

not only in this age but also in that which is to 

come” Ephesians 1:21 

 

• His hands and feet shall be pierced (Psalm 

22:16). 

• He shall be born in Bethlehem, Israel (Micah 

5:2). 

• He shall be born of a virgin. (Isaiah 7:14) 

• On the signs of His second coming Christ said 

“Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting 

on the right hand of power, and coming in the 

clouds of heaven”. Matthew 26:64 
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• Haile Selassie was an Ethiopian Orthodox 

Christian and he explicitly denied his divine 

status. In a radio interview with Canada's CBC 

news in 1967, he said, "I have heard of that idea

the oncoming generation, and that they should 

never make a mistake in assuming or pretending 

that a human being is emanated from a deity." 

 

• H.I.M. Hail Selassie said “However wise or however 

mighty a person may be, he is like a ship without a 

rudder if he is without God. A rudderless ship is 

at the mercy of the waves and the wind, drifts 

wherever they take it…. It is our firm belief that 

a soul without Christ is bound to meet with no 

better fate. Therefore, O Christians, let us arise 

and, with the spiritual zeal and earnestness which 

characterized the Apostles and early Christians, 

let us labor to lead out brothers and sisters to 

our Savior Jesus Christ, Who only can give life in 

its fullest sense!”  (Address to the World

 The Twelve Tribe of Israel — founded by Vernon 

Carrington, the ‘Prophet Gad” — held to the 

belief that Selassie was Jesus Christ returned.

What is special about his 

name? 
 

Ras- head, prince, duke, highest noble rank in 

Ethiopia. 

Tafari- fearsome one 

Haile Selassie- might of the trinity; 

Haile Selasie’s full title was his Imperial Majesty 

Haile Selasie I, Conquering Lion of the Tribe Judah, 

King of Kings of Ethiopia and Elect of God. It must be 

known that this name reflects an Ethiopian dynastic 

tradition. He was crowned King of Kings of Ethiopia, 

not the world. 

 

The name “Haile Selassie” was not unique to Ras 

Tafari Makonnen. His first cousin was named Ras 
Imru Haile Selassie and also his daughter 
Romanework Haile Selassie. 

Why do “Rastas” smoke

(calamus) that God directed Moses to use in 
preparing the oil of holy ointment  in Exodus 30: 23-

25.  
 

The differences between 

calamus and the weed. 

Calamus (qaneh), an odoriferous (strong odour) 
cane, a reed growing in Egypt, Syria, and India, 
about two feet in height, bearing from the root a 
knotted stalk, quite round, containing in its cavity a 
soft white pith.  It is said to scent the air while 
growing; and when cut down, dried, and powdered, 
makes an ingredient in the richest perfumes. (e-
Sword, Bible Commentary - Treasury of Scriptural 
Knowledge, TSK) 

Cannabis sativa (a.k.a marijuana, ganja) is a plant 
may be as small as 91 cm (36 in) or as high as 5 m 
(15 ft), depending upon the climate and soil type. 
The male plants bear flowers in axillary racemes; 
the female plants bear flowers in short, crowded 
spikes. Stems are hollow and have a fibrous inner 
bark. Flowers and leaves are used to produce the 
narcotics bhang, hashish, and marijuana.

• It was allegedly found on Solomon’s grave, 

which is supposed to be suggesting that it was 

the source of Solomon’s wisdom.

Gen. 1: 11 “And God said, Let the earth bring forth 
grass, the herb yielding seed …” ; Gen. 3:18 “… and 
thou shalt eat the herb of the field”; and Ps. 104: 14 
“He causeth the grass to grow for the cattle, and 
herb for the service of man…”, has been used to 
justify the use of cannabis. 

 

Herb (Hebrew: eh-seb) from these passages means, 
to glisten or be green; grass or any tender shoot 
and there is no mention in the Bible for man to 
smoke herb.
